8 For the second time this season, Big Sky will give thanks to the military and educators with
a Military and Educator Appreciation Weekend April 15 th-17. This weekend will offer discounted lodging, lift
tickets, rentals and lessons to active, reserve, and retired military personnel as well as those employed by edu-
cational institutions.

Members of the military and educators can take advantage of lodging specials on April 18" and 16" that in-
clude $125 Huntley Lodge rooms, $155 onebedroom Stillwater condos, $170 Summit Hotel rooms, and $199
Shoshone Hotel rooms. On April 16" and 17", both members of the military and educators will be able to ski
for $45, with a $71 ticket available to their family members on those dates.
