VETERANS EDUCATIONAL ASSISTANCE IMPROVEMENT ACT

On January 4, 2011, President Obama signed Public Law 11377 which expanded and changed veterans' edu-
cational benefits. The following are highlights of some of the changes.

Effective now but not payable until Oct 1, 2011

Expands the Post 9/11 Gl Bill to include Active Service performed by the National Guard members under
title 32 U.S.C. It would recognize the Active-Guard Reserve Program and well as service performed by
National Guardsmen called to duty by the President or the Secretary of Defense under section 502(f) of
title 32.

Impact: About a 25% increase in total reservists available for benefits
Effective August 1, 2011
For those attending public schools
No individual state caps on tuition and fees
Private school costs are capped at $17, 500 annually
The Yellow Ribbon Program still exists for costs above the cap
Kickers to be paid monthly versus lump sum at beginning of month

Allows those eligible under both chapter 31, Voc Rehab, and Post 9/11 Gl Bill, to choose the higher monthly
housing allowance rate of the Post 9/11 Gl Bill

Allows for the reimbursement of more than one license and certification test

Allows reimbursement for fees to take national exams for admission to IHLs

Eliminates break or interval pay unless under an Executive Order from the President or national emergency
Effective October 1, 2011

Allows chapter 33 eligible veterans to attend non-college degree (NCD or vocational) programs such as on
the-job, apprenticeship, flight schools, and correspondence courses

Impact: 6,000 additional veterans for NCD programs and 4,700 to 6,800 additional veterans for ap-
prenticeship and OJT programs

Flight training: pays the lesser of actual net costs for in-state tuition and fees or $10,000 annually, which-
ever is less

Distance learning students eligible for housing at %2 national average BAH for E -5 with dependents
Prorates housing allowance by rate of pursuit rounded to nearest tenth

Active duty students can receive a books and supplies stipend
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Other changes
Reporting fees paid to schools increases $7 to $12 per student per year

Programs offered at accredited public and private not-for-profit schools are deemed already approved for
VA Education Benefits

Allows the VA to use the State Approving Agencies for compliance and oversight duties

Bars duplication of benefits from both the Post 9/11 Gl bill and the following educational assistance pro-
grams: Marine Gunnery Sergeant John David Fry Scholarship; National Call to Service educational as-
sistance; Survivor's and Dependents' Education Assistance benefits.

Dependents cannot concurrently use educational benefits transferred from more than one service member.

Extends the availability of education benefits for individuals designated as caregivers of disabled veterans
to match the period of time the individual was prevented from using their benefits while caring for a dis-
abled veteran.

Details of how some of these changes will be implemented have not yet been defined. More information will be
provided as these issues are addressed.

| have to tell someone. Keeping it a secret all these years has taken its toll on my sanity. You're the only one | trust andhope you will
understand. Don't judge me too harshly.

| was an Avionics consultant on H-34's and had a contractual agreement with Uncle Sam. Not a difficult assignment, but it almost
paid well. Their headquarters in D.C. had asked if I'd go look at some problems in a quiet little place called Ky Ha, Viet Nan. Would-
n't take long | was told. So, | booked passage on the Princeton and arrived late in August. It was a hot, dusty little town with out one
decent restaurant and no bar. Picked up my blanket and looked for an empty embarkation box to sleep in. That night, under the gaze
of a floating flare and the gentle, rhythmic sound of M -60's, | slept.
