Job Summary  
Volunteers will assist with providing victims and witness of crime a support system as their case moves thor-
ough the justice system, and provide necessary support to attorneys and victim witness coordinators as need-
ed. 
 
Essential Job Duties and Responsibilities  
Explains the Countyôs Victim/Witness Program services and procedures, as outlined in the Montana Code An-
notated; 
Provides victims and witnesses with information concerning any and all court hearings, both verbally and in 
writing;
